These memories of the lush, green landscape intermingled with the resonance of life-bearing river waters were the foundations for his appreciation of nature and life path to bonsai.

Mr. Sheehab will be sharing his passionate journey with bonsai, moss gardening and traditional Japanese teahouses. Also on display will be his personal bonsai collection and specialized tools accumulated over 23 years of maturing this art form.

Begun as a moss supply for his bonsai, Mr. Sheehab’s front yard moss garden is now a show stopper for local walkers who are amazed at the seasonal palette of these underrated plant life.
